  EWI History Corner 

Back in the "olden days", Chapter Newsletters were called "Notebooks", 

and the Corporate Board held "competitions" to select the best 

"notebooks".  All Phila. Chapter representatives were supposed to wear 

their membership pins to every EWI meeting and they were fined a 

quarter if they came without the pin.  We were pretty parochial back then 

and thank God, we've come a long, long way!!!!! As you have probably 

heard our Chapter hosted the 1982 Annual Meeting and believe me, it 

was a resounding success.  I was serving on the Corporate Board at that 

time and I can't tell you how pleased Corporate was with us. For many 

years thereafter, the Philadelphia Chapter attendees to the Annual 

Meetings were told, "Your annual meeting was the best I ever attended."   

We in the Philadelphia Chapter were really ahead of our time in terms of 

recommending organizational, structural, and financial changes to 

broaden EWI's scope and sphere of influence.  Many of the changes 

adopted in recent years were recommended by the Phila. Chapter 

delegates back in the 1980's and early 1990's. For example, we proposed 

eliminating the "non-competing" clause in the 1980's as we believed it 

was impeding expansion.  We also tried to eliminate any disparity in 

categories of representatives.  We thought the "Active" and "Associate" 

designations were limiting to the representatives, but that was another 

proposal defeated. We suggested various means of offering professional 

development opportunities for our reps and insisted that the organization 

needed to provide tangible, valued added benefits for its member firms 

and its representatives. In other words, we tried to make our organization 

"grow up" so to speak and I for one am very glad to see it finally 

happened.  All the Academy of Leadership programs and the other 

professional development programs offered through the EWI's web site, 

etc. are terrific and I just wish we "old-timers" had had such opportunities. 

We did have regional and annual meetings with wonderful programs and 

excellent speakers but EWI offers so much more now to all of its 

representatives though the internet and I think it's great!!!
