  EWI History Corner 

Here are some things the current reps might not know: 

We were chartered in December, 1969 as the Philadelphia Chapter of 
Executives' Secretaries, Inc. (ESI) and ESI became EWI in 1977. Some of 
our representatives served on Corporate Committees and on the 
Corporate Board. Sears, Roebuck selected EWI to be the vehicle through 
which they established a scholarship program called Business Career 
Development Program (BCDP).  This scholarship was open to High 
School Juniors who were interested in pursuing a career in 
business.  Sears sponsored this program through EWI for about 10 years 
and when they dropped out, Lanier Business Products Company picked 
up the sponsorship.  I was the Corporate BCDP Director at that time and 
worked with Lanier to set up the scholarship program.  Our Chapter 
participated in the program for several years and our Chapter winner went 
on to become a finalist at the Annual Meeting held in Hawaii.(I'm not sure 
of the year.) EWI eventually decided to sponsor the scholarship program 
on its own and also instituted the ASIST program.   We hosted a very, 
very successful Annual Meeting in 1982.  We've struggled with 
membership over the years.
